You will support me to develop confidence in social situations, by supporting me to increase my social circle and support me to attend activities of my choosing. You will work with me to reduce anxiety in new situations. 
My ultimate goal is to have the self-confidence to try new experiences, visit new places and even to start dating. I am looking for someone who has the life skills and experience to help facilitate this.
About the employer:
I love cats, I have a desire to travel and experience different holidays. I enjoy people watching. I enjoyed art at school and was very good at it. 
I am in my late twenties and have a diagnosis of Asperger Syndrome. 
Main duties:
· To always act as my enabler, encouraging and motivating me at the right pace
· To support me to improve in confidence and self-esteem by giving consistent support, showing empathy and positivity.
· To help me build trust with people so I can enjoy new activities and find out what I'm comfortable or uncomfortable with.
· To have patience getting to know me and learn how best to support me working alongside my family.
· To go to the pub with me 
· To support me in trying any new activities 
· These duties may vary from day-to-day.

· Values, honest, reliable, punctual, non-judgemental, ability to build good relationships based on trust and respect, flexible, adaptable, easy going, able to work alone, positive, willingness to travel, understands equality and diversity, has a good sense of humour, patience.
